All training materials have been pushed out – the elementary levels includes a brief video clip; 7-12 grades added in a harassment component in which training focuses on the differences between harassment and bullying as well as the administrative investigation process; staff training has also added a harassment component, as well as clarifying staff roles in identifying bullying/harassment and their responsibility to report it. 
Additional training elements include:  weekly ROCK-related tweets, messages, quotes, etc.;
Supporting ROCK campaigns/projects presented: a HS spotlight focusing on ROCK high schoolers reaching out; a “random acts of kindness” project; 2 contests - “what does kindness look like?” a photo contest and “what is kindness?” a writing contest; 

Brochure, newsletter and Twitter – newsletter to go out first or second week of November

Financial and donor partnerships

Suggested topics for next summit: sexting; a mental health component; manners vs. empathy; empowering kids on how to deal with bullies; legal aspects.
Also to consider: a panel of mature students to present and Q&A re: sextings, apps, etc.; and tapping into student organizations, such as student council, as a summit resource.
